You are the experts in your own service delivery so please adjust this template based on that knowledge and taking into consideration
the latest guidance from the Government. ldeally, all organisations should be in a position to provide volunteers with whatever protective equipment
is appropriate given the nature of their service / volunteer roles e.g. hand sanitiser, etc.

If you are not feeling well (in any way whatsoever) you should step down from volunteering for any role. There are many others who are well and
available to help.

Please follow Coronavirus (COVID-19) hand washing and infection control measures at all times, including every time you enter or leave a
premises or encounter others.

Wash hands frequently.

Use hand sanitizer frequently where handwashing facilities are not available.
Cough or sneeze into a tissue or your elbow.
